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Government announces Mega Merger of Public
Sector Banks

Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has
announced a big consolidation of public sector
banks. Under the scheme of amalgamation, 10 public
sector banks are to be merged into four banks. After
the amalgamation, the total number of Public Sector
Banks in the country will come down to 12 from 27
banks. The amalgamation of banks will be in the
following manner:  Punjab National Bank, Oriental
Bank of Commerce and United Bank of India to be
merged into one single bank, with business of Rs 17.95
trillion to make India’s 2nd largest bank. Canara
Bank and Syndicate Bank are to be merged to become
the 4th largest public sector bank with business of
Rs 15.2 lakh crore. Union Bank of India, Andhra Bank
and Corporation Bank are to be merged to become the
5th largest public sector bank with business of Rs
14.6 lakh crore.  Indian Bank will be merged with
Allahabad Bank to become the 7th largest public
sector bank with business of Rs 8.08 lakh crore. The
government has also announced capital infusion of over
Rs 55,000 crores into public sector banks:

Most Awaited “Assam’s National Register of
Citizens List” Released

State coordinator of the National Register of Citizens,
Prateek Hajela has released the most awaited Assam’s
final National Register of Citizens list. The list has
been made accessible online and at all NRC seva kendras
in the state. The process of NRC Update was started
in the state of Assam as per order of the Supreme
Court of India in 2013. The NRC took five years and
Rs 1,220 crore before getting published.
 Important findings of the NRC:

�” From the 3.29 crore applicants, a total of 3.11 crore
people have been found eligible for inclusion in final
NRC list.

�” 19.06 lakh people have been excluded from the final
NRC list.

�” Those excluded from the final NRC list will have 120
days to approach the Foreigners’ Tribunals. If a

person is dissatisfied with the tribunal’s decision,�� he/
she can appeal against it.

�” Foreigners tribunals is a place where bona fide citizens,
whose names do not figure in the final NRC, can
approach to challenge their exclusion.

�” To accommodate excluded people, detention camps
have been set up across the state of Assam.
The NRC list is the biggest exercise India has
undertaken to expel illegal immigrants residing illegally
in India. The updation process of NRC was carried
out under The Citizenship Act, 1955, and according
to the rules framed in the Assam Accord.

RBI reduces repo rate by 35 bps in 3rd Bi-

monthly policy

In its 3rd Bi-monthly Monetary Policy Committee
meeting, the Reserve Bank of India has reduced
the policy repo rate by 35 basis points (bps).
The repo rate under the liquidity adjustment facility
(LAF) was reduced from 5.75% to 5.40%. The
benchmark rate is now at its lowest since April 2010.
The reverse repo rate under the LAF stands revised
to 5.15%. The marginal standing facility (MSF)

rate and the Bank Rate revised to 5.65%. RBI has
also reduced the real GDP growth for 2019-20 from
7% to 6.9%. Ravish Kumar wins Ramon Magsaysay
award 2019 Indian journalist Ravish Kumar has
been awarded the 2019 Ramon Magsaysay Award
for “harnessing journalism to give voice to the
voiceless”.

Union Budget 2019-20: In a Nutshell

India’s first full-time woman Finance Minister
Nirmala Sitharaman presented the maiden budget.

• Expenditure: The government proposes to spend Rs
27,86,349 crore in 2019.

• Receipts: The receipts (other than net borrowings) are
expected to increase by 14.2% to Rs 20,82,589 crore.

• GDP growth: The government has assumed a nominal
GDP growth rate of 12% (i.e., real growth plus
inflation) in 2019-20.

• Deficits: Revenue deficit is targeted at 2.3% of GDP.
Fiscal deficit is targeted at 3.3% of GDP.

• Ministry allocations: Among the top 13 ministries with
the highest allocations, the highest percentage increase is
observed in the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers’

• Welfare (82.9%), followed by Ministry of Petroleum
and Natural Gas (32.1%) and Ministry of Railways
(23.4%).

• Surcharge on income tax: Currently, a surcharge of
15% is levied on the income of individuals earning over
one crore rupees, and 10% on income of individuals
earning between Rs 50 lakh and one crore rupees. In
the Union Budget 2019-20, the surcharge on income
tax for individuals earning between two crore rupees
and five crore rupees has been increased to 25% and
for persons earning over five crore rupees has been
increased to 37%.

• Corporation tax: Currently, companies with annual
turnover of less than Rs 250 crore pay corporate
income tax at the rate of 25%. This threshold has
been increased to Rs 400 crore.

• Tax on cash withdrawals: A TDS of 2% will be levied
by financial companies and post offices on individuals
for cash withdrawals exceeding one crore rupees in a
year from a bank account.

• Tax exemption for affordable housing: An additional
tax deduction of up to Rs 1,50,000 will be provided on
interest paid on loans for self-occupied house owners.
The conditions for availing this deduction are: (i) the
loan must be sanctioned in FY 2019-20, (ii) the stamp
duty on the house should not exceed Rs 45 lakh rupees,
and (iii) the individual should not own another residential
house property as of the date of the home loan.

• Tax exemptions for electric vehicles: A tax deduction
of up to Rs 1,50,000 will be provided on interest paid
on loans to purchase an electric vehicle. This deduction
will be applicable for loans sanctioned between FY
2019-20 and FY 2022-23.

• Road and infrastructure cess: The Road and
Infrastructure Cess on petrol and high-speed diesel
has been increased by one rupee per litre. Excise duty
has also been increased by one rupee per litre for these
products.

• Customs duty: The customs duty on gold and precious
metals will be increased from 10% to 12.5%.

• Banking and Finance: The government plans to
partially guarantee (for first 10% of loss) Public Sector
Banks for funds provided in a pooled manner to
NBFCs.

• Government borrowings: Currently, the gross
borrowing programme of the government is funded
entirely through domestic borrowings. The government
plans to raise a part of its borrowings abroad in foreign
currency.
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• Infrastructure: The central government will invest
Rs 100 lakh crore in infrastructure over the next
five years. Phase II of the Bharatmala project will be
launched under which state highways will be developed.
Public private partnerships will be leveraged for
railways to attract an investment of Rs 50 lakh crore
during the period 2018-30. A blue print will be made
for developing gas-grids, water-grids, i-ways
(communication networks) and regional airports on
the lines of the One Nation–One Grid for power.
Structural reforms in the power sector (including tariff)
will be announced.

• Industry: The minimum public shareholding in listed
companies will be increased from 25% to 35%. A new
electronic fund raising platform will be created for listing
social enterprises and voluntary organisations. The
present policy of 51% stake of government in non-
financial PSUs will be modified to include stake of
government controlled institutions.

• Investments: 100% Foreign Direct Investment (FDI)
will be permitted for insurance intermediaries. Local
sourcing norms will be eased for FDI in the single
brand retail sector. Further, relaxing of the FDI norms
in aviation, media and insurance sectors will be
examined. Statutory limit for Foreign Portfolio
Investment will be increased from the current 24% to
sectorial limits. Foreign shareholding limits in PSUs
will be increased to the maximum permissible sectorial
limit.

• Agriculture and allied activities: Pradhan Mantri
Matsya Sampada Yojana has been proposed to
address infrastructure gaps in the fisheries sector.
10,000 new Farmer Producer Organisations will be
setup over the next five years. The central government
will work towards adoption of zero-budget farming.

• Rural Development: Under the Pradhan Mantri Gram
Sadak Yojana, 1.25 lakh km of road will be upgraded at
an estimated cost of Rs 80,250 crore in the next five
years. 100 new clusters will be setup under the Scheme
of Fund for Upgradation and Regeneration of
Traditional Industries (SFURTI). All rural households
will be provided with piped water supply by 2024
under the Jal Jeevan Mission. Swachh Bharat Mission
will be expanded to undertake solid waste management
in every village.

• Social Justice: An overdraft of Rs 5,000 will be
provided to women self-help group (SHG) members
who hold Jan-Dhan accounts. Further, a loan up to
one lakh rupees will be provided under the MUDRA
scheme to one woman in every SHG.

• Social Security: A new pension benefit scheme,
namelyPradhan Mantri Karam Yogi Maandhan Scheme,
has been announced for traders and small shopkeepers
with annual turnover of less than Rs 1.5 crore.

• Education: The new National Education Policy will
be introduced. The National Research Foundation will
be setup to promote funding and coordinate research
in the country. A Study in India programme will be
launched to encourage foreign students in higher
education.

Key Highlights of Economic Survey 2018-19

Banking Current Affairs

The amalgamation of Vijaya Bank and Dena Bank
into the BoB has come into effect and merged entity
would also receive Rs 5,042 crore fund infusion from
the government. RBI set the average base rate to be
charged from borrowers by non-banking financial
companies (NBFCs) and micro-finance
institutions (MFIs) at 9.21% for the first quarter of
the next fiscal (April-June). Kotak Mahindra Bank
will charge customers for UPI transactions starting 1st
May 2019. For each Kotak Bank account, the first 30
UPI fund transfers will be free, after which a charge
will be levied on all fund transfers from the bank
account. RBI has tweaked Liquidity Coverage Ratio
(LCR) norms to provide an additional 2% window to
lenders. Karnataka Bank entered into an MoU
with Bharti AXA Life Insurance Company to
distribute the latter’s life insurance products. Lakshmi
Vilas Bank approved the merger of the private sector
lender with Indiabulls Housing Finance (IBH)
through a share swap deal. The RBI came out with
guidelines for banks to set up new currency chests,
which include a minimum area of 1,500 square feet for
strong room. The new chests should have a processing
a capacity of 6.6 lakh pieces of banknotes per day.
The currency chests should have CBL of Rs 1,000
crore, subject to ground realities and reasonable
restrictions, at the discretion of the Reserve Bank.
Emirates Islamic has announced the launch of Chat
Banking services for customers via WhatsApp,
marking a global first in the Islamic banking
sector. The bank’s customers will now able to conduct
daily banking activities via WhatsApp in a seamless
and hassle-free manner. RBL Bank has partnered with
credit profiler CreditVidya to improve the lender’s
customer experience. Through this partnership, the
private sector lender will be able to gain significant
insights into its customer base. The Institute for
Development and Research in Banking Technology
(IDRBT), an arm of RBI, has launched a 5G Use Cases
Lab for banking and financial sector. The 5G
technology, along with blockchain, will be progressively
adopted by banks. IDBI Bank has launched ‘NRI-
Insta-Online’ account opening process for NRIs
residing in the Financial Action Task Force (FATF)
member countries. The person will not be required to
furnish physical documents as well as KYC proofs
for opening an account with the bank. IDBI Bank will
introduce two Repo Linked Products - Suvidha Plus
Home Loan and Suvidha Plus Auto Loan. The
Cabinet has approved a capital infusion of Rs 4,557
crore into IDBI Bank. ECL Finance Ltd, a subsidiary
of Edelweiss Financial Services, and Central Bank of
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India have signed an agreement for priority sector
lending to (MSME’s) customers. Standard Chartered
Bank, a British multinational banking and financial
services company has launched a

DigiSmart credit card.

Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has
announced that Public Sector Banks will organise ‘loan
melas’ or “Shamiana meetings” in 400 districts.
Airtel Payments Bank launched “Bharosa savings
account” services, designed for deepening the financial
inclusion in the country.
Economy/Financial/Business Current Affairs

The RBI has set the limits for Ways and Means
Advances (WMA) for the first half of the financial
year 2019-20 (April 2019 to September 2019) at Rs
75000 crore. The government has retained the interest
rate for General Provident Fund (GPF),
Contributory Provident Fund and other related
schemes at 8 per cent for the first quarter of the current
financial year. The interest rate on these funds was at
8% in January-March quarter of 2018-19 and
government kept it unchanged for April to June for
2019-20. ADB committed to provide USD 3 billion
in sovereign loans to India in 2018, the highest level
of assistance since sovereign operations began in the
country in 1986, stated the annual report of the
multilateral lending agency. BuyUcoin, second oldest
Cryptocurrency Exchange in India, has introduced a
new and unique platform for wholesale
cryptocurrency trading. This platform works on ‘free
trading model’ which means it charges zero fee on
any trade. It is also known as OTC (Over-the-
counter) Desk that allows users to trade on a large
scale with low price fluctuations. Markets regulator
SEBI has reduced the minimum subscription
requirement as well as defined trading lots for Real
Estate Investment Trusts (REITs) and Infrastructure
Investment Trusts (InvITs). SEBI has also increased
the leverage limit for InvITs from 49% to 70%. While
making an initial public offer and follow-on offer, the
minimum subscription shall not be less than Rs 1
lakh for InvITs and Rs 50,000 for REITs. The
government has hiked the customs duty on wheat to
40% from 30% to curb imports and protect the
domestic industry. Reliance Nippon Life Asset
Management (RNAM) has joined hands with Google
to enable the customers of Reliance Mutual Fund to
carry out voice-based financial transactions. IT
major HCL Technologies stated that its acquisition
of US-based Strong-Bridge Envision completed.
According to reports, the deal was worth 45 million
dollars. The SEBI has given approval to Paytm Money
the investment and wealth management platform of
the mobile payments company to start offering broking
services. The Competition Commission of India
(CCI) approved engineering and construction

major Larsen & Toubro’s proposal to acquire up to
66.15% stake in Mindtree. Wipro Consumer Care
and Lighting has launched “Wipro Consumer Care–
Ventures”, a startup venture fund to invest in startups
in the consumer brands space. The Goods and
Services Tax Network has decided to make Aadhaar
authentication or physical verification mandatory for
new dealers from January 2020. Tata Consultancy
Services partnered with Google Cloud to build
industry-specific cloud solutions. The DoT has
approved the merger of Tata Teleservices with Bharti
Airtel Ltd., subject to the condition that it furnishes a
Rs 7200 crore bank guarantee. PayU, Digital payments
security and payment facilitator has acquired Wibmo,
a US-based financial technology firm for USD 70
million . India was a net importer of steel during the
2018-19 fiscal year, the first time in three years. The
country’s finished steel exports fell by 34% in the
fiscal year that ended in March to 6.36 million tonnes.
CRISIL Ltd, a diversified global analytics company,
will transfer its rating business to its proposed
new wholly-owned subsidiary. Reliance retail has
become the first Indian retail company to clock more
than Rs 1 lakh crore in annual revenues. SBI General
Insurance has launched a product – cyber defence
insurance to protect businesses from financial and
reputational losses due to cyber-attacks. Bajaj Allianz
General Insurance and Bajaj Allianz Life
Insurance in collaboration launched their first product
‘Total Health Secure Goal’. The new insurance
product is a combination of two existing plans – Health
Guard policy by Bajaj Allianz General Insurance, and
iSecure from Bajaj Allianz Life Insurance. Microsoft
has reached a valuation of one trillion dollars for the
first time after posting an increase in profits. Wipro
Consumer Care announced that it is acquiring
personal care company ‘Splash’, which is based in
the Philippines. Netherlands emerged as the third
largest foreign direct investor in India during 2017-18,
with investments pegged at about $2.67 billion across
sectors. According to the bank’s Asian Development
Outlook 2019 report released in April, developing Asia
which comprises 45nations ranging from China to
Tuvalu is projected to grow by 5.7% in 2019.
Wholesale Price Index (WPI)-based inflation for
April eased to 3.07%, from 3.62% in April 2018.
According to the Ministry of Commerce & Industry
data, India’s overall exports, combining Merchandise
and Services, in April 2019 is estimated to be around
44 billion US dollars with a positive growth of 1.34%
over April 2018. The Trump administration removed
India and Switzerland from its currency
monitoring list of major trading partners. The
country’s median GDP is forecast at 7.1% for Financial
Year 2020 and 7.2% for Financial Year 2021. The
industry body FICCI’s economic outlook survey stated
that the minimum and maximum growth estimate stood
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at 6.80% and 7.3% for 2019-20. Markets regulator
SEBI directed National Stock Exchange to pay more
than Rs625 crore in the case of misuse of its co-
location facility.
